POWER SUPPLY

Use with AC/DC adaptor (included)

1. Insert the DC plug, at the end of the AC/DC adaptor cord, into the DC 4.5V INPUT
socket (9) of the unit.

2. Connect the AC/DC adaptor into a 230V ~ 50Hz AC power outlet.

Notes:

¢ |f the AC adaptor is connected when the batteries are installed, the power supply
automatically switches to the AC power source.

e Use only the supplied AC/DC adaptor. Using other types of adaptor may damage
the unit.

e Make sure that the AC/DC adaptor matches with your household voltage

before connecting it into the wall outlet.

e When not using AC power, disconnect the AC/DC adaptor from the wall outlet.

¢ Do not touch the AC/DC adaptor with wet hands.

Use with rechargeable batteries

1. Disconnect the AC/DC adaptor from the wall outlet if it is being connected to the
unit.

2. Open the battery compartment door.

3. Insert 2 recommended rechargeable Ni-MH batteries (1.2V 1200mAh)
(Rectangular type), following the correct polarity as indicated on the unit.

4. Close the battery compartment door.

5. Move the CHARGE SWITCH (15) to ON to start recharging function. The red
CHARGE indicator (16) will light indicating that the rechargeable batteries are being
charged.

6. After 15 hours of charging unplug the AC/DC adaptor from the wall outlet.

Cautions:

e DO NOT mix the rechargeable (Ni-MH) and regular(Carbon-zinc) batteries.

¢ DO NOT charge continuously for 24 hours or more, otherwise it will deteriorate the
performance of the rechargeable batteries.

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Notes:

e [f the rechargeable batteries are being charged for the first time, it will take approx-
imately 15 hours to be fully charged.

e |f the operating time decreases drastically even when the rechargeable batteries
are properly recharged, you need to purchase a new set of rechargeable batteries.

EXTERNAL CONNECTIONS

External Audio System

Connect the stereo connection cable (not included) into the LINE OUT socket (10) of
the unit and the CD/AUX of the audio system. (Do not connect it to the amplifier
phone jack.)

Note: Always switch off the power before making any connections between the CD
player and other audio system.

¢ |f the CD player interference with the TV or radio reception, move the CD player
away from TV set or radio receiver.

EARPHONES WITH INLINE REMOTE CONTROL
Connect the stereo earphones (included) to the Phones socket (11), then connect
the inline remote control jack into the inline remote control socket (20) of the unit.

CD/MP3 PLAYBACK

Be sure to reduce the volume before plugging in or unplugging the headphones/ear-
phones.

1. Connect the earphones (included) with inline remote control into the Phones sock-
et.

2. Slide the CD Door Open button (8) to open the CD compartment door.

3. Insert a disc with the label side facing up.

4. Close the CD compartment door until a click is heard.

LOCATING A PARTICULAR TRACK OR POINT OF THE TRACK IN CD & MP3

1. Press the BACKWARD (l«() button once to go back to the beginning of the current
track.

2. Press the BACKWARD (l«) button repeatedly to go back to previous tracks.

3. Press the FORWARD (m!) button repeatedly to go to next tracks.

"REP A" will appear on the display.

Press the MODE/EQ/PROG button (19) 3 times to cancel all disc repeat. The "REP A"
indicator disappears from the display.
