IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS
When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions should be followed
including the following:

Read all instructions before using the Juice Extractor.

To protect against risk of electrical shock, do not put unit in water or other liquid.

Close supervision is necessary when unit is used by or near children.

Unplug from outlet when not in use, before putting on or taking off parts and before clean-
ing.

Never touch moving parts to prevent injury to user.

When using Juice Extractor, NEVER FEED FOOD BY HAND. Always use Food Feeder.

Grater of Juice Extractor is shape. Handle very carefully.

Keep hands, hair, clothing and other utensils away from Feeding Funnel during operation to
prevent injury and / or damage to the Juice Extractor.

To dislodge food jammed in the Funnel when using Juice Extractor, use the Plunger supplied
with the unit. If food becomes jammed and cannot be dislodged by only using the Plunger,
turn the unit off, unplug from outlet and disassemble unit to remove food.

. Do not operate appliance with a damaged cord or plug or after the appliance malfunctions,

or is dropped or damaged in any manner. Return appliances to the nearest authorized serv-
ice facility for examination, repair or electrical or mechanical adjustment.

Do not unfasten Securing Clamp when Juice Extractor is in operation.

. Make sure the motor has stopped completely and the power supply plug is removed from

outlet before disassembling.

. Ensure unit is completely assembled before using.

Using attachments not recommended or sold by manufacturer may cause fire, electric
shock or injury.

Do not use the unit outdoors.

Do not let cord hang over edge of table, bench or counter. Also do not let cord touch hot sur-
faces, including the stove.

SAFETY SWITCH

The power unit has a safety switch which ensures that the raw juice centrifuge does not start
before the lid is locked in place.

CONTROL SWITCH
ON position: ON position is used tor continuous running of, e.g. carrots and turnips.

P position: P position is used for short intervals during processing of juicy fruits.

BEFORE YOU USE THE APPLIANCE THE FIRST TIME

Push up the lid lock and lift the lid.

Remove the shredding sieve.

Remove the spout case.

Remove the pulp container by turning it clockwise.

Wash all the parts which can come in contact with fruit and juice.

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USAGE ONMUCAHUE NPUBOPA
e Place the pulp container on the power unit by turning it anti-clockwise.

e Place the shredding sieve in the pulp container.

e Puton the lid and press down hard on the latch until it locks with a clicking sound.
e Place a glass under the pouring spout.

THIS IS HOW YOU MAKE FRUIT AND VEGETABLE JUICE
e Wash the fruit/vegetables well. Peel fruit such as oranges, lemons, mandarins, mangos,
kiwis, melons and pineapples.

* Remove the pips from apples. Remove the stones from cherries, plums, apricots and
peaches. Remove the white inner peel on citrus fruits and the seed pods on sweet red pep-
pers since these give a bitter taste.

e Slice the fruit/vegetables into pieces which go down into the intake.

e Set the appliance ready for use.

* Press the ON/OFF switch.

e Place the fruit/vegetables in the intake.

* Press slowly down with the feeder.

e The fruit or vegetable Juice now runs right down into the glass.

e Check occasionally that the pulp container does not become too full. If this occurs, turn off
the machine first, then remove the pulp container and empty it.

e [f the machine begins to vibrate unduly, and gives less juice, the shredder strainer needs to
be cleaned.

Note: If you load the appliance to capacity, you should not run it longer than 2 minutes, then
allow it to rest for 2 minutes. Follow this cycle until you are finished.

TIPS

e Use completely fresh vegetables and ripe fruit.

e Soft vegetables and over-ripe fruit make the juice thicker and less clear.

e Apple juice can quickly become brown. A few drops of lemon juice will avoid this for a longer
time.

e Fruit and vegetables juices contain valuable vitamins and minerals, which quickly deteriorise
when they come into contact with oxygen or light. Drink juice fresh right after it has been
extracted.

CLEANING

* Remove the cable from the wall socket and wipe the drive unit with a moist doth, and a little
washing-up liquid if necessary.
