CHARGING THE HANDSET'S BATTERY PACK

The Ni-Cd battery pack supplied with the handsetis manufactured and supplied in a non-charged condi-
tion. Itis important that this type of battery receive its initial charge cycle without interruption. Any opera-
tion of the circuit connected to the battery constitutes an interruption. Before you try to use your handset
for the first time, please comply with the following instructions:

For initial charging of an original or replacement battery, locate phone in an area where it can remain
completely undisturbed (untouched).

You must charge its battery pack for approximately 12 to 16 hours.

Place the handset on the base unit. The CHARGE LED lights as the battery pack charges. Ifthe LED does
not light, be sure that the AC adaptor is plugged in and the handset is firmly placed on the base unit.

Pulse dialing is compatible with most local telephone company dialing systems. When your phone is in
the Pulse mode, you will hear a tone for each number pressed, and then pulsing sounds such as those
generated by a rotary dial phone.

Tone dialing provides the tone signals required for independent, low cost jong distance and other special
tone-dialing services. Tone dialing will work only in those areas where the local phone company offers
Tone Service. Subscribing to that service generally requires an extra monthly charge.
