Choosing a Location for your VCR

 Choose a focation that is convenient, but away from sources of heat
such as direct sunlight and heating units.

« If the VCR is to be installed in an equipment rack or cabinet with
other components, be sure that there is adequate ventilation at the
back and around the sides of the components. The VCR should not
be placed on or directly above a stereo amplifier be-cause of the
heat that rises from the amplifier.

« Choose a flat surface at least as large as the VCR so that it rests on
its mounting feet. It is important that air can pass through the
ventilation holes in the buttom of the unit to prevent it from over-
heating. Do not operate the VCR on a rug or carpet because the
pile will obstruct these holes.

When television broadcasting began, we called twelve VHF (very high
frequency) channels and numbered them 2 through 13.

Later, as television broadcasting expanded, we called UHF (uitra high
frequency) channels.

Your home antenna is a "signal receiver" that picks up TV broadcasts
out of the air.

Cable-TV (CATV) supplies television signals directly by round cable
without the need for a home antenna.

"Unscrambled" Cable Channels

Cable companies usually include "Unscrambled” channels in their
basic subscription price. Depending on the tuning capability of your
TV (how many cable channels your TV is cable of tuning to) you may
not need a cable converter box (supplied by the cable company) to
view "unscrambled” cable channels on your TV set.

"Scrambled" Channels

Extra (optional) pay cable channels, like HBO and Cinemax in some
localities, are often "scrambled" by the cable company. To view these
channels on your TV, you must use the cable converter (decoder) box
supplied by the cable company.

Cable Converter Box(supplied by Cable Com-
pany)

Until recently, all television and VCR receivers were equipped with 69
channel tuners capable of tuning the 12 standard VHF channels (2-
13) and the 56 UHF channels (14-69). Since cable television systems
do not use the UHF band, once they began expanding beyond 12
channel capacity (some cable companies transmit up to 100

channels) some form of converter became necessary to enable their
subscribers to tune in the additional channels. This "cable converter
box" rebroadcasts the programs to your TV set or VCR on one
designated channel, usually channel 2,3, or 4. When you use a
converter box, you will normally change channels using the channel
selector on the box. Some cable converters have built-in decoders
that translate "scrambled" pay TV channels (i.e. HBO) so they can be
used by your TV set.

Cable compatible—either TV or VCR, when cable is connected, can
tune to unscrambled cable channels, without the use of a cable
converter box. There is a limitation to the tuning mechanism of the TV
or VCR. This is usually as 105 channel tuning, 117 channel tuning,
133 channel tuning.

Frequency Conversion-simply means the ability to change one
frequency to another (eq. when channel 7 is selected-the converter
box takes the channel 7 information and outputs the channel 7
information on channel 3 frequency; for example when channel 11 is
selected-the converter box takes the channel 11 information and
outputs the channel 11 information on channel 3 frequency). The
converter box and the VCR use this principle of frequency conversion.

First set the CH4/CH3 switch on the back of the VCR to either channel
3 or 4, and then tune your TV to the same channel. This is called to
"VCR Channel"

Remember that your TV must always be turned on and tumed to this
channel (3 or 4) for you to see what the VCR is doing (unless you
have a TV monitor). If you have connected your VCR to a TV monitor
with audio/video cables as shown above, set your TV to its proper
video input channel (such as 91, etc.) to see what the VCR is doing.

Note for TV Monitor: Whenever the VCR is tumed on, you will be
able to see what it is doing on the video input channel if you have
connected a TV monitor using the AUDIO and VIDEO jacks. The
signal from the VCR on the video input channel will not be affected
by turning off the indicator. However, be sure to turn off the
indicator when you are recording one channel on the VCR and
want to watch a different channel on the TV.

8. Test the VCR Connections

1. Turn on the TV and tune it to the "VCR Channel" (3,4, or video
input).

Test 1: Make sure the TV's picture and sound are from the channel
you have selected on the VCR and of the same quality they
were before you connected the VCR. Change channels on
the VCR with the CHANNEL buttons on the VCR (or the
VCR's remote control). If the picture on the TV does not
change to the channel you select with the VCR, go back and
carefully check the connections and previous steps.

Test 2: Tum off the VCR, and change channels on the TV with the

TV's CHANNEL buttons.

you see on the TV and from the channel you selected on the

TV and of the same quality they were before you connected

the VCR. If the TV does not operate as it did before you

connected the VCR, go back and carefully check the
connections.

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9. AutoProgram Channels into
the Channel Memory

The channel memory is the list of channels your VCR will stop on
when you press its CHANNEL up or down button. The quickest way to
program the VCR's channei memory with channels in your area, is to
use the autoprogram feature. The VCR will automatically cycle
through all channels and place all active channels into its channel
memory for you. You can then add or erase individual channels as
desired.

Here is how to start the autoprogramming feature :

1. Make sure the VCR and TV are turned on and the TV is tuned to
its "VCR Channel" (3,4 or video input). If you are watching the
VCR on channel 3 or 4 of your TV, make sure the VCR indicator is
on in the VCR's display panel.

The channel
numbers will stop changing in the VCR's display panel
when the autoprogramming is completed.

Autoprogramming is usually a one time procedure. If you move to a
new location that has different channels or if power is interrupted for
an extended period (about one minute), the channel memory will have
to be reprogrammed.

5. After the VCR has finished AutoProgramming you can press the
CHANNEL up or down button to see what channels are in channel
memory.

Notes: Occasionally an active channel may be missed if the
signal is weak or the channel happens to be “off the air *
when the VCR is autoprogrammed.

An inactive channel may be included in channel memory if
there is some "noise " or stray signal on the channel during
AutoProgramming.

To find out if your TV is compatible, follow the instructions below. If the
TV responds to one of the button combinations shown in the chart
below, it is compatible.

Programming the VCR Remote to Control a
compatible TV(Other Than TOSHIBA)

Because the remote control is designed to operate 14 different types
of TV's (up to 30 different brands), you must first program the remote
control to match the remote system of your TV. Follow these four easy
steps :

1. Turn on your TV.

2. Point the VCR's remote control toward the front of your TV.

. Hold down the TV button while pressing one of the other buttons
shown in the chart below. The TV will change channels when the
correct matching button combination is pressed. Try each of the
combinations until you find the right one.

4. Release both buttons when the TV start changing channels. Your
remote control is now programmed to control your TV.

Notes: The remote control is designed to control some functions of
up to 30 different brands (including TOSHIBA, GE SONY,
MAGNAVOX, SEARS, HITACHI, PANASONIC, and
MITSUBISHI). However, it will not operate all TV's made by
these manufactures. If your TV does not respond to any of
the button combinations, the TV probably cannot be
controlled by this remote control.

You may have to re-program the remote control to control a
compatible TV (other than TOSHIBA) when you replace the remote
control's batteries.

After the VCR's remote control is programmed, it will control certain
functions of your TV depending on the type of TV. Keep these
exceptions in mind :

» On a TV that has a 12-position knob-type channel selector, you will
only be able to select the first then positions (1 through 10).

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VIDEO CASSETTES

Use of poor quality tape or tapes that have been damaged or mishan-
dled can contaminate the VCR heads.

This can cause a snowy picture or a missing picture during playback.
If a snowy picture or missing picture condition persists, consider the
use of a chemical non-abrasive head cleaning tape.

Tape Speed

Recording: Tapes can be recorded at two different speeds, SP
(Standard Play : records 3.34 cm/sec.) and SLP (Super
Long Play : 1.11 cm/sec.) you select the speed you pre-
fer using the SP/SLP button. Selected speed mode will
show up on the TV screen. The basic difference be-
tween these speeds is that the SLP mode allows you to
get more footage on your tape. Although this is economi-
cal, the quality of the image Although this is economical,
the quality of the image is not as good as recordings
made in the SP mode.

Playback: There are three possible speeds for playback; SP, LP,
SLP. The appropriate speed will be choosen automatical-
ly by the VCR.

Picture Search

During playback, the rewind, (REW) and fast forward (FF) buttons are
used for visual searching of the tape.

« During playback, to visually search forward at 5 times normal speed,
press and quickly release the FF button. To retum to normal play-
back, press the PLAY button again.

» During playback, press and quickly release the REW button to visu-
ally search backwards at 5 times normal speed. To return to normal
playback, press the PLAY button again.

The sound is turned off during visual searching because it would not
be understandable at such high speed.

Expect to see some horizontal lines or bars in the picture when you
are using the search mode. The picture will be best for tapes recorded
at SP or SLP speeds, although tapes recorded at LP speed can be
viewed.

Accel Search

If you keep pressing the FF or REW button during playback, or picture
search the searching speed will be increased to 9 times (SP speed
only) or 27 times (SLP speed only) normal speed.

Still for Stop-Action Playback

« Press the STILL button during playback to freeze the picture. This
lets you examine all the details of the scene, similar to looking at a
single frame of a movie film.

« When you are ready to resume normal playback, press the STILL
button again.

« Still frame is designed to work best at the SP and SLP speed.

« If the picture “jitters" (bounces up and down) during still, press one of
the TRACKING A or Vv buttons located on the remote control to re-
duce the "jitter".

Caution: Using still frame on a single frame of the picture for a long
time can wear the tape.

Tracking(Automatic and Manual)

The VCR has a built-in digital automatic tracking feature and there are
manual TRACKING buttons on the remote control.

Digital Auto Tracking

The VCR automatically adjusts the tracking for rental tapes or tapes
recorded on other VCRs or camcorders.

« Every time you insert a tape and press the PLAY button, the VCR's
digital auto tracking is turned on and tracking is adjusted.

* If you press one of the manual TRACKING buttons on the remote
control, the digital auto tracking feature is turned off.

On-Screen Displays

The VCR's on-screen displays appear automatically on the TV when-
ever you turn on the VCR or change the VCR's status (stop to play,
play to stop, change channels, etc.). The VCR's on-screen displays,
the time counter, and the time counter with memory stop can be man-
ually displayed by pressing the DISPLAY button on the remote control.

« Press the DISPLAY button once to display-the normal displays on
the TV screen.

« Press the DISPLAY button again (while the normal displays still ap-
pear on the TV screen) to display only the time counter on the TV
screen. The time counter will remain on the TV screen.

« Press the DISPLAY button again, and M (memory) appears on the
right of the time counter on the TV screen.

Note: Whenever the time counter with memory appears on the TV
screen, the time counter's memory stop feature is automati-
cally turned on.

The time-counter display shows the actual linear time it takes to
record a program or play back a segment of a prerecorded tape. It
helps you quickly locate the end of programs you taped. For example,
if you recorded a 3-minute program at one segment of the tape, you
will be able to stop the tape, display the time counter with memory,
and rewind the tape until the time counter reads "0:00:00M" on the TV
screen (in the VCR's display panel). This will be the approximate start
position of your 30-minute recording.

Memory-Stop Feature (Zero Return)

The memory-stop feature allows you to quickly return to a counter
reading of "0:00:00" from any point on the tape. Memory stop is auto-
matically turned on whenever the time counter with memory is dis-
played on the TV screen. This is convenient when you want to watch
a segment of the tape repeatedly. You may also discover other useful
applications for this feature.

1. To turn on the memory-stop feature, press the DISPLAY button on
the remote control to display the time counter with memory on the
TV screen. The time counter will appear with an M on the TV
screen when memory stop is turned on.

2. Whenever you are at a spot on the tape that you want to return to
quickly, press the CLEAR button to reset the counter to "0:00:00M"
at the spot.

3. Later, after you have moved somewhere else on the tape, you can
quickly return to you original spot (where you set the counter to “0:
00:00M") by pressing the STOP and then the REW or FF (fast-for-
ward) button. Make sure the "M" is displayed if you want the VCR
to stop at "0:00:00".

Notes: |f you are rewinding the tape and the VCR stops at "0:00:
00M", press REW again to continue rewinding.

If you press the FF (fast-forward) button and the time counter
never reaches "0:00:00M" between that point and the end of
the tape, the VCR will continue to fast-forward to the end of
the tape, switch to rewind, and then stop when the counter
reaches "0:00:00M".

PAUSE/STILL Button

Use this button to stop recording temporarily. This enables you to skip
recording unnecessary parts of a program (such as commercial mes-
sages.)
