◆ Unplug the television from the wall socket

◆ Leave the television power-off for about 30 minutes so that the automatic degauss function
can be activated, and then press the “POWER ” button on the remote control.

☛ If your television will be left unattended, press the “ ”  (On/Off) button to turn your
television off.
